· In the Offutt Field House, from 0900-1300:

· Several agencies including the 55th Medical Group, Family Support Center, Legal Office, Services, and Air Passenger Terminal will man information booths.

· Pass and Registration representatives will be available to register your vehicle on base.  You must present your state vehicle registration, ID card, and proof of insurance.  Also, please know your current decal number.

· Ehrling Berquist Hospital personnel will provide health advice, TRICARE information, and conduct limited health screenings.

· HQ U.S. Strategic Command briefings are scheduled for 1000 and 1100. A sign-up roster will be available when you arrive.  Each brief is limited to 150 individuals; first come, first served.  Additional information will be provided the day of the event.
· Bus tours of Offutt AFB’s historical sites will depart the Field House parking lot at 1000, 1100 and 1200. 

· In Building 323C,  from 0900-1300:

· Customer Service personnel will issue ID Cards in Room 214.  DEERS status may also be checked at this location.  In the event you need to enroll in DEERS,  the sponsor must accompany his or her dependents and provide the following documentation:  original or certified copies of your marriage license, children’s birth certificates, sponsor’s death certificate (if applicable), retirement orders, and a listing of family social security numbers.  For students over the age of 21, bring a letter from the college or university Registrar’s Office confirming full time student status, projected graduation date, and major.  Regardless of student status, member’s children are no longer eligible for any benefits as of their 23rd birthday.  Note:  Customer Service’s normal hours of operation are 0800 – 1630, Monday through Friday.

· Defense Finance and Accounting Service will be available to answer any questions or concerns.

· The Base Exchange will hold a special sale from 1000-1800.  The Commissary will offer Retiree Appreciation Day specials from 1100 – 1700.

· Automotive Skills Center will perform vehicle battery load tests from 1200 – 1500 at Building 362.
