Religious Education classes (Kindergarten through Confirmation are held on Sunday mornings from September 

through May. Classes are 9:30am - 10:30 am at the Religious Education Building (Bldg. 53). RE classes for senior 

high post–confirmation are held Sunday evenings from 6:00-7:15, also in building 53. 
 

Penance/Eucharist Children, 2nd grade or above, who are enrolled in Religious Education may participate in 

preparing for First Penance and First Holy Eucharist.  Parents assist in the preparation by teaching their children 

prayers and attending Mass and Penance regularly. 
 

Confirmation RE students enrolled in the eighth grade or older may prepare to receive the sacrament of 

Confirmation. A placement test determines enrollment in Pre-Confirmation class or Confirmation class. Our one-

year Confirmation program focuses the candidates on their commitment to their Catholic faith.  They are required to 

do volunteer service for the church and community and learn an 

In-depth knowledge of the sacrament.
